WERS stands for the Window Energy Rating Scheme, an 
annual energy performance tool that enables consumers 
to compare the energy efficiency of glazing products. 
WERS ratings meet AFRC requirements, comply with the 
National Construction Code, and can be used to meet 
regulatory requirements.

1. Films get rated by an independent laboratory 

2. Installers become WERS For Film accredited by 
completing an online training program 

3. The consumer can select 
an accredited window film
